Colour: Deep purple/red. 
Aroma: Very rich aromas of chocolate and ripe black cherries, just like a Cherry Ripe. 
Also has a nice dollop of spicy oak. 
Palate: Quite structured with chocolate mocha flavours evident along with some fine 
drying tannins. 
Summary: A really strong Merlot. Worth trying with Tallegio cheese. Ok now but 4-7 
years will see the wine improve even more.
