Aroma: Pristine aromas of lemon, limes and grapefruit with a hint of of slatey mineral 
character evident. 
Palate: Really fine pure Riesling fruit and clean crisp acidity ensuring a long life ahead. 
Summary: Great now for those who enjoy crisp young whites but a decade in the cellar 
under screwcaps will not hurt it a bit.
