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2004 'THE HILL BLOCK' CABERNET

 

Colour: Medium brick red.

Aroma: Lifted Cabernet aromas of ripe blackcurrant's, tobacco and dark chocolate complimented by cedary French oak and a little mint.

Palate: The palate is a mouthfull of ripe Cabernet fruit with plenty of chocolate/mocha flavours evident balanced by soft, ripe tannins and good acidity keeping the wine tight.

Summary: Drinking well now but 2-5 years will see the wine gain some complexity. Try this with roasted lamb with rosemary and garlic baste.
