
2002 Cabernet

Colour :  Deep red, almost black.

Aroma : Very ripe, aromas of blackcurrant cassis
with some dark chocolate evident.  A little
“charry” oak adds some complexity to the nose.

Palate : Palate is loaded with sweet, ripe fruit
and finishes nicely with some fine dry tannins
adding length.

Summary :  A substantial wine that is an
excellent example of Clare Valley Cabernet at it’s
best.  Good drinking now for those who like
robust reds or cellar for 5-7 years to achieve some
future complexity.  Try it with a nice piece of
chargrilled  aged beef.
